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Prof. Koldovsky pozadal ucastniky o vyjadieni ndzoru k témto dvéma principialnim
zaleZitostem tykajicim se budouciho smérovani ¢asopisu:

1. Zda pokracovat ve stejné strukture Casopisu se tfemi Cisly rocné (Issues A, B, C) a
pokouset se ve spolupraci s Paradigm Publishing Services o splnéni podminek tak, aby
mohl byt ¢asopis v budoucnu zafazen do Scopusu /WoSu.

2. Zda pripadné zrusit Issue A (Natural Sciences and Technology) z dlivodu obecné malého
zajmu ze strany autor( (ackoliv se v roce 2025 situace mirné zlepsila) a zménit strukturu
Issue B a C tak, aby byla vétsi Sance uspét v zafazeni ¢asopisu do databazi Scopus/ WoS.

Diskuze o zrusSeni technicky zaméreného Cisla probihala jiz v pfedchozim obdobi, nyni se
Ucastnici jednani shodli na tom, Ze zruseni Issue A ¢asopisu by mohlo pomoci otevfit cestu ke
Scopusu s tim, Ze dalsi dvé vydani (Issue B - Science of Economics a Issue C - Social Sciences)
by po zméné struktury mély lepsi vyhlidky na splnéni kritérii danych pro Scopus/WoS.
K tomuto nazoru se pfiklonili i Dr. Chaloupek a doc. Cerva.

V této souvislosti zminila Dr. Mazurchenko poZadavky Paradigm Publishing Services na splnéni
podminek pro zafazeni ¢asopisu do uzndvanych databdzi, pficemz jednim z kritérii je mimo
jiné uverejnéni 20 ¢lankl roc¢né. To by muselo byt splnéno i po zruseni Issue A. Také Dr.
Mazurchenko zminila, Ze hledani autorl pro Issue B se jiz zkomplikovalo, protoze i od
doktorand(ll k Uspésnému dokonceni doktorského studia se vyZzaduji publikace v ¢asopisech,
které jsou jiz indexovany v databazich Scopus/WoS.

Diskuze se zpocatku zaméfila na variantu vyddavat Issue B a C jednotlivé jako doposud
a pripadné vyprofilovat konkrétnéjsi, specifické obory (napfr. vybrané ekonomické obory nebo
u spolecenskovédnich napf. jazykovédu, pedagogiku nebo psychologii), kde byl doposud
nejvétsi pocet prispévatell. Pozdéji se ucastnici priklonili k moZnosti vydavat pouze jedno
Cislo, které by zastfeSovalo ekonomické a spole¢enskovédni obory — s tim, Ze by se podndazev
Cisla upravil. Prof. Hentschel vyjadfil nazor, Ze je mozné i u technickych obor( najit témata,
ktera by nasla uplatnéni v tomto spolec¢ném disle — jako priklad uvedl témata “Al v technice”,
“Clovék a stroj“ nebo “Energeticka efektivita“.

Doc. Andrdsova pripomnéla, Ze je tendence pfijimat do Scopusu spiSe monotematicky
zamérené casopisy nebo cCasopisy, které se zaméruji na specifickd (jedineéna) témata.
Také doc. Andrasova zminila priklad z vlastni zkusenosti, kdy obecna pedagogika nebo obecnd
lingvistika nema velkou Sanci na Uspéch —na domovské, jazykové zamérené katedre Jihoceské
univerzity v Ceskych Budé&jovicich, fesi stejny problém s ¢asopisem LINGUA VIVA.

Prof. Gryszel zminil odliSnou situaci v Polsku, kde rozhodujicim kritériem je zarazeni ¢asopisu
do databaze, kterou vydalo ministerstvo $kolstvi. Casopisy v této databazi maji prioritu, pokud
jsou ve Scopusu nebo WoS, tak budou do této databaze zafazeny automaticky. Prof. Gryszel
zminil, Ze vramci ACC byl zpoéatku vydavan casopis, ktery se zaméroval na problematiku
preshranicni spoluprace, coz by mohlo byt nosnym tématem pro dal$i sméfovani ¢asopisu.

Dr. Neumannova pfipomnéla, Ze ¢asopis ,Védecka pojednani”, coz byl predchidce ¢asopisu
ACC JOURNAL, v tehdejsi dobé reflektoval zcela jiné spolecenské podminky a potreby, a Ze
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uroven prispévkl nebyla srovnatelna se soucasnou Urovni prispévkl. Proto Dr. Neumannova
zdUraznila potfebu i naddle dodrZovat urcita kritéria zajistujici obsahovou kvalitu prispévkd.

Dr. Burkatzki se pfipojil k ndzoru, Zze by pfispévky s regiondlni tematikou mohly mit velky
potencial, a Ze by uvital, kdyby ¢asopis plnil i jakousi “informativni funkci“ — napftiklad by
sdéloval vysledky védy a vyzkumu védeckych pracovist zainteresovanym skupindm v ramci
regionu. Dle jeho ndzoru by zaméreni ¢asopisu na publikovani ¢lank( s preshrani¢ni tematikou
zaroven posililo pozici a poslani ACC.

Dr. Burkatzki doplnil zapis ndsledovné:

Pokud jde o prvni otdzku prof. Koldovského — zda by casopis ACC Journal mél pokracovat ve
své soucasné strukture tii Cisel rocné a ve spoluprdci s Paradigm Publishing Services usilovat o
splnéni poZadavki pro budouci zafazeni do databdzi Scopus nebo WoS — je mij ndzor spise
skepticky. Podle mého ndzoru nemd casopis ACC Journal, zejména ve své soucasné podobé jako
multitematicky casopis, Zddnou redlnou Sanci na zarazeni do indext Scopus nebo Web of
Science. To je podle mého ndzoru jeden z hlavnich divodu, proc¢ se tento ¢asopis stavad pro
vyzkumniky, a to nejen z Euroregionu Nisa, jako publikaéni platforma stdle méné atraktivni.

To plati zejména pro obor A, , Piirodni védy a technologie”, ale do znacné miry také pro obor
B, ,,Ekonomie”. Pro vyzkumné pracovniky v téchto oborech jsou publikacni strategie v dnesni
dobé silné ovlivnény poZadavkem publikovat v ¢asopisech, které jsou jiZ zarazeny do indext
Scopus nebo WoS. V disledku toho casopis ACC Journal pfitahuje spise rukopisy, které maji
malou nebo Zddnou redlnou sanci na publikovdni v indexovanych casopisech. Proto bych se
zdrdhal investovat dalsi strategickou energii do zachovdni soucasné struktury casopisu s
ocekdvdnim, Ze by mohl byt nakonec zarazen do indexu Scopus nebo WoS.

Pokud jde o druhou otdzku prof. Koldovského — zda by mélo byt Cislo A pripadné zruseno a zda
by méla byt ¢isla B a C restrukturalizovdna s cilem zvysit Sance ¢asopisu na zarazeni do indexu
— byl bych rovnéz opatrny. Zruseni Cisla A a restrukturalizace cisel B a C mohou situaci do jisté
miry zlepsit, ale nemyslim si, Ze by to vyreSilo zdsadnéjsi problém. | zredukovand nebo
restrukturalizovand verze ¢asopisu by podle mého ndzoru stdle Celila potizim s nedostatecnou
specializaci a nedostate¢nou atraktivitou pro autory, kteri potfebuji publikace indexované v
Scopus nebo WoS.

Podle mého ndzoru by takovy format oZivil plvodni hlavni myslenku c¢asopisu ACC Journal
Neisse pro kolegy z ostatnich zucastnénych instituci a v pfipadech, kdy se objevi tematické
prekryvy, podnitit nové formy akademické spoluprdce a synergie v celém regionu. V tomto
smyslu plné souhlasim s tim, Ze ACC by mélo i naddle podporovat zviditelfiovani vyzkumu v
Euroregionu Neisse. Chci tim pouze fici, Ze tomuto cili by mohl ucinnéji poslouZit kurdtorsky
,ACC Bulletin” neZ pokracovani ¢asopisu ,,ACC Journal“v jeho soucasné podobé jako védeckého
casopisu.

Prosim, neberte toto upresnéni jako kritiku protokolu, ale jako pokus o presnéjsi formulaci
mého stanoviska predtim, neZ budou podniknuty dalsi kroky v diskusi. Velmi si vaZzim prdce,
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kterd byla v pribéhu let vénovdna casopisu ACC Journal, a také usili, které je v soucasné dobé
vynakldddno na strategické a oteviené zvaZovani jeho budouciho smérovdni.

Prof. Koldovsky navrhy na euroregionalini / pfeshrani¢ni zaméreni ¢asopisu uvital s tim, Ze toto
specifické zaméreni ¢asopisu by mohlo mit vétsi Sanci na Uspéch v procesu zatazeni ¢asopisu
do uzndvanych databazi Scopus a WoS.

Dr. Neumannova navrhla, aby se clenové redakéni rady sesli mimoradné jesté jednou
v pribéhu fijna, aby mohlo byt pfijato konkrétni stanovisko zavazné pro smérovani ¢asopisu
od 1. 1. 2027.

Prof. Koldovsky welcomed the participants and announced a discussion on
the future structure of the ACC JOURNAL.

Prof. Koldovsky asked the participants to share their views on these two fundamental issues
concerning the future direction of the journal:

1. Whether to continue with the journal’s current structure of three issues per year (Issues A,
B, C) and, in collaboration with Paradigm Publishing Services, strive to meet the requirements
so that the journal can be included in Scopus/WoS in the future.

2. Whether to potentially discontinue Issue A (Natural Sciences and Technology) due to
generally low interest from authors (although the situation improved slightly in 2025) and
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change the structure of Issues B and C to increase the chances of the journal being included
in the Scopus/WoS databases.

Discussions regarding the discontinuation of the technically focused issue had already taken
place in the previous period; now, the meeting participants agreed that discontinuing Issue A
of the journal could help pave the way to Scopus, with the understanding that the other two
issues (Issue B — Science of Economics and Issue C — Social Sciences) would have a better
chance of meeting the criteria for Scopus/WoS following a structural change. Dr. Chaloupek
and Assoc. Prof. Cerva also supported this view.

In this context, Dr. Mazurchenko mentioned Paradigm Publishing Services’ requirements for
meeting the conditions for the journal’s inclusion in recognized databases, one of the criteria
being, among other things, the publication of 20 articles per year. This requirement would still
need to be met even after the cancellation of Issue A. Dr. Mazurchenko also noted that finding
authors for Issue B has already become more difficult, as even doctoral students are required
to publish in journals that are already indexed in the Scopus/WoS databases in order to
successfully complete their doctoral studies.

The discussion initially focused on the option of continuing to publish Issues B and C
separately, as has been the case so far, and possibly highlighting more specific fields (e.g.,
selected economic disciplines or, within the social sciences, linguistics, education, or
psychology), which have attracted the largest number of contributors to date. Later, the
participants leaned toward the option of publishing only one issue that would cover both
economic and social science fields—with the subtitle of the issue being adjusted accordingly.
Prof. Hentschel expressed the view that it is also possible to find topics in technical fields that
would be suitable for this joint issue—he cited topics such as “Al in Technology,” “Man and
Machine,” or “Energy Efficiency” as examples.

Assoc. Prof. Andrdsova noted that there is a tendency to include in Scopus journals that are
more narrowly focused on a single topic or those that focus on specific (unique) topics. Assoc.
Prof. Andrasova also cited an example from her own experience, noting that general pedagogy
or general linguistics has little chance of success—at her home department, the linguistics-
focused department at the University of South Bohemia in Ceské Budé&jovice, she faces the
same problem with the journal LINGUA VIVA.

Prof. Gryszel noted that the situation in Poland is different, where the decisive criterion is
whether a journal is included in a database published by the Ministry of Education. Journals
in this database are given priority; if they are in Scopus or WoS, they will be automatically
included in this database. Prof. Gryszel noted that, within the ACC, a journal was initially
published that focused on the issue of cross-border cooperation, which could serve as a
central theme for the journal’s future direction.

Dr. Burkatzki agreed that articles on regional topics could have great potential, and that he
would welcome the journal also fulfilling a sort of “informative function” —for example, by
communicating the results of scientific research from academic institutions to interested
groups within the region. In his view, the journal’s focus on publishing articles with cross-
border themes would simultaneously strengthen the ACC’s position and mission.
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Dr. Burkatzki added the following to the minutes:

With regard to Prof. Koldovsky’s first question — whether the ACC Journal should continue
with its current structure of three issues per year and, in cooperation with Paradigm Publishing
Services, strive to meet the requirements for future inclusion in Scopus or WoS — my
assessment is rather sceptical. In my view, the ACC Journal, especially in its present form as a
multi-thematic journal, has no realistic prospect of becoming indexed in Scopus or Web of
Science. This is, in my opinion, one of the main reasons why the journal has become
increasingly unattractive as a publication outlet for researchers, not only from the Euroregion
Neisse.

This applies particularly to Issue A, “Natural Sciences and Technology”, but also, to a
considerable extent, to Issue B, “Economics”. For researchers in these fields, publication
strategies are nowadays strongly shaped by the requirement to publish in journals that are
already indexed in Scopus or WoS. As a consequence, the ACC Journal tends to attract
manuscripts that have little or no realistic chance of being published in indexed journals. |
would therefore be hesitant to invest further strategic energy in maintaining the current
journal structure with the expectation that it may eventually become Scopus- or WoS-indexed.

With regard to Prof. Koldovsky’s second question — whether Issue A should potentially be
discontinued and whether Issues B and C should be restructured in order to improve the
journal’s chances of being indexed — | would also be cautious. Discontinuing Issue A and
restructuring Issues B and C may improve the situation to some degree, but | do not think that
this would solve the more fundamental problem. Even a reduced or restructured version of the
journal would, in my view, still face the difficulty of being insufficiently specialised and
insufficiently attractive for authors who need Scopus- or WoS-indexed publications.

Against this background, my suggestion was more far-reaching: | would consider discontinuing
the ACC Journal as an independent scientific journal and replacing it with an ACC Bulletin. Such
a bulletin could be organised by academic fields and provide a regular synoptic overview of the
publication activities of researchers from the ACC region. It could list the bibliographic data of
publications by researchers from the region that have appeared in Scopus- or Web of Science-
indexed journals.

In my view, such a format would revive the original guiding idea of the ACC Journal in a more
contemporary and more realistic way: namely, to make research activities within the
Euroregion Neisse visible to colleagues at the other participating institutions and, where
thematic overlaps become apparent, to stimulate new forms of academic cooperation and
synergy across the region. In this sense, | fully agree that the ACC should continue to support
the visibility of research in the Euroregion Neisse. My point is only that this aim might be served
more effectively by a curated ACC Bulletin than by continuing the ACC Journal in its present
form as a scientific journal.

Please understand this clarification not as criticism of the protocol, but as an attempt to make
my position more precise before the next steps in the discussion are taken. | highly appreciate
the work that has gone into the ACC Journal over the years and also the efforts currently being
made to reflect on its future direction in a strategic and open-minded way.
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Prof. Koldovsky welcomed the proposals for a Euro-regional/cross-border focus for the
journal, noting that this specific focus could improve the journal’s chances of being included
in the recognized Scopus and WoS databases. Dr. Neumannova proposed that the members
of the editorial board hold an extraordinary meeting once more in October so that a specific,
binding position on the journal’s direction as of January 1, 2027, could be adopted.

Conclusion:

Until the end of 2026, the ACC JOURNAL will continue to be published in its current
format (Issues A, B, C).

Five deadlines have been set for 2026, at which articles from all three issues will be
published (end of June, September and December 2026).

Collaboration with Paradigm Publishing Services will continue; a subscription has
already been secured for 2027.

An extraordinary meeting of the Editorial Board will be held in October 2026 (an
invitation will be sent out in due time), where the discussion will continue and specific
changes effective as of January 1, 2027, will be determined.

In the coming period until October 2026, Editorial Board members will focus on
identifying potential stakeholders in the region who might be interested in publishing
and monitoring scientific, research, and intercultural outputs related to cross-border
cooperationin the region (e.g., EUROREGION NISA, Deutsches Zentrum fiir Astrophysik
- DZA, St. Marienthal, Hi! Lusatia, Helmholtz Zentrum, VUTS, TOPTEC, Fraunhofer
Institute (IWU), universities in all parts of the ERN, and others).
