Neben der Herausgabe eines wissenschaftlichen Journals und regelmªÇigen Konferenzen 

f¿r den wissenschaftlichen Nachwuchs der Euroregion veranstaltet die jeweilige 

Prªsidentschaft des ACC (in den Jahren 2024-26 liegt sie bei der TU Liberec) eine

Das Thema der 

diesjªhrigen zweiten Konferenz lautet ñCross-Border Projects and their Contribution 

to the Development of the University Platform in the Euroregion Neisseò. Diese 

Konferenz fand am 3./4. September 2025 in Liberec im Rahmen des biennalen ĂLiberec 

Economic Forum (LEF) unter der Schirmherrschaft des Dekans der Wirtschaftsfakultªt der 

TU Liberec, Herrn Ing. Mgr. Marek Sk§la, Ph.D. statt. Es wurden themenoffen 

grenz¿berschreitende Kooperationsprojekte vorgestellt und somit einige Hauptlinien k¿nftiger 

gemeinsamer Forschung identifiziert.

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Foreword 

Dear stakeholders of the Neisse/Nysa/Nisa Euroregion, 

The Academic Coordination Centre in the Neisse/Nysa/Nisa Euroregion bundles together the 

academic activities in the border triangle of Saxony, Poland and the Czech Republic. Its 

members are the universities in the region: Technical University of Liberec, Hochschule 

Zittau/Gºrlitz, Internationales Hochschulinstitut Zittau (IHI), which is part of TU Dresden, 

Duale Hochschule Sachsen, Uniwersytet Ekonomiczny we Wrocğawiu based in Jelenia G·ra 

and Karkonoska Akademia Nauk Stosowanych w Jeleniej G·rze. 

In addition to the publication of a scientific journal and regular conferences for young 

scientists in the Euroregion Neisse, the respective presidency of the ACC (which is currently 

held by TU Liberec from 2024 to 2026) organizes a Euroregional conference at which the 

scientific community of the tri-border region exchanges and coordinates on overarching 

topics. The aim is to promote the creation of a tri-national ñcampusò where transnational and 

transdisciplinary research is carried out on the major challenges of our time, with a particular 

focus on our region. 

The previous conference, curated by IHI Zittau in October 2023 at IBZ St. Marienthal, 

focused on the topic of ñtransformation.ò The theme of this yearôs second conference is 

ñCross-Border Projects and their Contribution to the Development of the University 

Platform in the Euroregion Neisseò. This conference took place on September 3-4, 2025, in 

Liberec as part of the biennial ñLiberec Economic Forumò (LEF) under the patronage of the 

Dean of the Faculty of Economics at the Technical University of Liberec, Mr. Ing. Mgr. 

Marek Sk§la, Ph.D. Cross-border cooperation projects on a variety of topics were presented, 

identifying some of the main areas for future joint research. 

More than fifty participants from all three parts of the Euroregion NEISSE took part in the 

conference, including representatives of the universities affiliated with the ACC, as well as 

representatives and distinguished guests from Euroregional institutions whose activities 

support cross-border cooperation and contribute to the development of science and 

Euroregional research, e. g. The United Nations University (UNU-FLORES) in Dresden, the 

EUWT NOVUM in Jelenia G·ra, the German Center for Astrophysics in Gºrlitz, and 

representatives of the Euroregion NISA in Liberec, as well as the Sªchsische Aufbaubank 

(SAB) and the Liberec District Office. 

A total of 13 binational projects from various research areas across the entire region were 

presented at the conference. These projects were carried out in various forms of cooperation 

(small projects, GDP projects, or INTERREG projects) and with different research objectives. 

Finally, we would like to thank all conference participants for attending. We wish the future 

project managers every success in their future projects as they tackle further challenges that 

will contribute to deepening cooperation between universities and form the basis for the 

creation of a trinational campus in the NISA Euroregion.
